y MS had got to the
IVI point where taking my
small Jack Russell

terrier, Charlie, for a walk was
getting too difficult for me so |
made a big decision to get a
mobility scooter.

At first, | ordered a scooter on
the internet which unfortunately
proved too limited as Charlie got
more adventurous, wanting to go
off road and into the wilds.

After a bit of research | found out
about the all-terrain Tramper, widely
used by disabled ramblers and
described by the company as ‘the
welly boot for those less able: After
all, you wouldn't walk across a
muddy field wearing everyday shoes.

For the same reason, the
Tramper is a mobility scooter

designed to be rugged and capable
of going off road. Even the tyres
are treated with sealant to prevent
brambles, thorns and other things
puncturing them.

My Tramper was delivered in
June 2007 and since then | have
used it nearly every day, taking
Charlie for walks on the heath
close to where we live and often
going on longer walks using
bridleways, footpaths and road. To
keep him safe, Charlie sits on my
lap when we go on the road, with
the wind in his ears and looking
all around.

My Tramper copes easily with
most conditions including mud,
water over the footboards and
snow and sand in all weather
conditions. Often | have come back
soaked from pouring rain and the
Tramper covered in mud, feeling
completely exhilarated being out in
the country.

My Tramper makes it possible
for me to take Charlie out on my
own, or with Shirley or friends
walking alongside and seeing
things and going places that
would not be possible by any other
means. It means so much to me as
| love being outside meeting other
dog walkers, horse riders and
seeing nature.

There have been a few times
when | have taken my Tramper
where | should not and got it stuck
in very deep mud but luckily, | was
able to step off and stand by it so
it could power itself out without
my weight on board, or someone
has been with me and given a
gentle push.
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
